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News on Emergency Certificates / GSUS

Summary

Starting from 30 March 2020, economic operators

affected by the SARS-COV-2 pandemic can

obtain Emergency Certificates to benefit from the

facilities provided by Government Emergency
Ordinance no. 29/2020 on some economic and
fiscal-budgetary measures (“GEO 29/2020”) and
Government Emergency Ordinance no. 30/2020
amending and supplementing some normative
acts, as well as for establishing measures in the
field of social protection in the context of the
epidemiological situation determined by the
spread of SARS-CoV-2 (“GEO 30/2020”).

Under Order no. 791/24.03.2020 on the granting of

emergency certificates to economic operators whose

activity is affected in the context of SARS-COV-2,

published in the Official Journal of Romania no. 248 /

25.03.2020 (“Order no. 791/2020”), the Ministry of
Economy, Energy and Business Environment
(“MEEMA”) has regulated the

Prin Ordinul nr. 791/24.03.2020 privind acordarea
certificatelor de stare de urgenta operatorilor
economici a caror activitate este afectata in
contextul SARS-COV-2, publicat in Monitorul
Oficial nr. 248/25.03.2020 (“Ordinul nr. 791/2020”),
Ministerul Economiei, Energiei si Mediului de
Afaceri (,MEEMA”) reglementeaza conditiile in
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conditions under which an Emergency Certificate
("CSU") can be obtained.

e The CSU is granted by MEEMA at the
request of economic operators (“the
applicants”) only during the period of the state
of emergency in Romania and can be used in
the cases specifically set out in GEO 29/2020
and GEO 30/2020.

e The CSU can be accessed exclusively
through electronic means, i.e. through the
platform http://prevenire.gov.ro/ in the section
dedicated for this purpose. It is automatically
issued electronically, after the system’s
validation of the request, and is valid without
signature and stamp (their verification can
be made by series and number on the
ministry's platform which will become
operational within 5 days from the date of the
publication of Order no. 791/2020 in the
Official Journal of Romania).

¢ Those who can benefit from CSU are:

o Applicants who have interrupted their
activity in whole or partially following
the decisions issued by the competent
public authorities, according to the law,

semnatura si stampila (verificarea lor
putandu-se face dupa serie si numar pe
platforma ministerului care va deveni
functionala in termen de 5 zile de la data
publicarii Ordinului nr.

Cei care pot beneficia de CSU sunt:

o Solicitantii care au intrerupt
activitatea total sau partial ca urmare
a deciziilor emise de autoritatile publice
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within the state of emergency period -
CSU Type 1 (blue)

o Applicants who, as a result of the effects
of COVID-19, have reduced receipts in
March 2020 by a percentage of at least
25% compared to the average of the
incomes from January to February 2020 -

I Important: It is not possible to obtain
both types of CSU - only one type of CSU
can beissued; either TYPE 1 or TYPE 2.

e The CSU will not be issued automatically,
but only on the basis of supporting
documents, such as:

o The identification data of the applicant;

o The affidavit of the legal representative,
by which he/she attests that all the
information and documents underlying the
request for obtaining the certificate are in
conformity with reality and comply with the
legislation in force on the type of
certificate requested, with reference to the
total or partial closure of the activity or the
diminishing of receipts by the indicated
amount (the model of the affidavit is

CSU nu se va emite in mod automat, ci
doar pe baza de documente justificative,
precum:

o declaratia pe propria raspundere a
reprezentantului legal, prin care acesta
atesta ca toate informatiile si
documentele care stau la baza cererii
pentru obtinerea certificatului sunt

o For applicants who are not registered with
the Trade Register Office, documents
demonstrating the authorization of the
activity;

o Documents must be uploaded under the
electronic signature of the legal
representative or his/her authorized
representative;

o if the legal representative does not have
an electronic signature, he/she can sign
all the documents holographically, and
they will be uploaded following application
of the electronic signature of the
authorized person designated for this
purpose.

All these documents will be subject to inspection and
control actions, and if reasonable suspicions of non-
compliance with the law are identified, the competent
